The Restore the Canopy initiative empowers the residents of Cook County with an opportunity to restore our
region’s depleted tree canopy. The tree population has been decimated by emerald ash borer infestations and
extreme weather. Not only do trees provide a beautiful green canopy for our communities, they are a
powerful and effective form of green infrastructure. A medium-sized oak tree can help prevent flooding by
absorbing 2,800 gallons of rainfall per year.
