The words “(proposed CSO)” should be inserted after the discharge number
and name. Additionally, the District requests that IEPA revise the second and third paragraphs to read as
follows: “These flow facilities shall not be utilized until the average dry weather flow and first flush flow
from the combined sewer area be conveyed to the pump station for full treatment during the start of wet
weather. Upon completion of all construction activities as approved in the Long Term Control Plan, the
effluent limits of the above discharge(s) shall be monitored and limited at all times as follows:”,

Page 9 — Draft Permit, Special Condition 9.C.2.a.
Paragraphs one, two, and three were revised from the existing NPDES permit for the Lemont WRP. 1t is
quested that the language in the existing NPDES permit remain as is (see enclosed NPDES permit).

Page || — Draft Permit, Special Condition 14,

It currently indicates that combined sewer overflows (CSOs) discharge through outfall 002, which is the
case at the present time. However, after the improvements in the LTCP are implemented, CSOs will be
directed to the new wet weather facility, which will discharge to the existing outfall 001. Outfall 002 will
serve as a relief point for the future wet weather equalization facility.

Page 16 — Draft Permit, Special Condition 14.14.

Under “CSO Long-Term Control Plan (Paragraph 10)”, it indicates that the construction of the projects in
the LTCP is to be completed by November 30, 2017. In the District’s LTCP, the estimated completion date
of November 17, 2017 was based on obtaining the [EPA’s approval of the LTCP by November 15, 2010.
Since the IEPA did not approve the LTCP until March 16, 20111, we respectfully request that the
completion date be extended by the time of the delay, which was 121 days. Therefore, the completion date
of the LTCP should be March | 1,2018.

Page 17 - Draft Permit, Special Condition 16.
The special condition should be deleted since the District no longer intends to expand the plant.

Page 17 — Draft Permit, Special Condition 18, first paragraph.

In the fourth line, the District requests that the words “dry weather” be added to the second sentence as
follows “The Permittee may be required to construct additional Sewage transport and/or treatment facilities
in future permits or other enforceable documents should the implemented CMOM plan indicate that the
Permittee’s facilities are not conveying and treating the dry weather flow which they were designed.”

Page 17 — Draft Permit, Special Condition 19,
It is not clear at this juncture what is intended by inclusion of this new Special Condition 19, please clarify.

Per a phone conversation with Mr. Rob Sulski of your Des Plaines office on October 12, 2010
regarding the District’s proposed Long Term Control Plan for the Lemont basin (transmitted to
the IEPA on September 15, 2010), the following points have been clarified by the IEPA:

¢ Combined Side - Average Dry Weather Flow (ADWEF) + First Flush Flow (FFF) wilil be
conveyed to the pump station for full treatment during the start of wet weather.
Flows may be scaled back (depending upon storm intensity and duration) after FFF has
been captured.

® Flows to the Chicago Sanitary and Ship Canal (CSSC) from the Equalization F acility will
be classifed as Emergency High Level Overflows (EHLOs) during the conditions set
forth in 35 [Il. Adm. Code 370.450.c. Discharges to the CSSC that occur in conjunction
with full operation will be classified as Sanitary Sewer Overflows (S8SOs). EHLO and
SSO flows will require disinfection (chlorination only would be acceptable) prior to
discharge into the CSSC.

If we have misstated any of the above, please let us know; otherwise we will assume the above is
accurate.

The Permittee shall maintain legal authority adequate to fully implement the Pretreatment
Program in compliance with Federal (40 CFR 403), State, and local laws. The Permittee shalil:

a. Carry out independent inspection and monitoring procedures at least once per year, which will determine whether sach
significant industrial user (SIU) is in compliance with applicable pretreatment standards;

b. Perform an evaluation, at least once every two (2) years, to determine whether each SIU needs a slug control plan. If needed,
the SiU slug control plan shall include the items specified in 40 CFR § 403.8 [GIVION

c. Update its inventory of Industrial Users (IUs) at least annually and as needed to ensure that all SiUs are properly identified,
characterized, and categorized;

d. Receive and review self monitoring and other U reports to determine compliance with all pretreatment standards and
requirements, and obtain appropriate remedies for noncompliance by any U with any pretreatment standard and/or
requirement;

e, Investigate instances of noncompliance, collect and analyze samples, and compile other information with sufficient care as to
produce evidence admissible in enforcement proceedings, including judicial action;

f. Require development, as necessary, of compliance schedules by each industrial user for the instaliation of control technologies
to meet applicable pretreatment standards: and,

g. Maintain an adequate revenue structure for continued operation of the Pretreatment Program.

2. The Permittee shall issue/reissue permits or equivalent control mechanisms to all SIUs prior to expiration of existing permits or prior to
commencement of discharge in the case of new discharges. The permits at a minimum shall include the elements listed in 40 CFR §
403.8(NH(1)(iiD).

3. The Permittee shall develop, maintain, and enforce, as necessary, local limits to implement the prohibitions in 40 CFR § 403.5 which
prohibit the introduction of specific pollutants to the waste treatment system from any source of nondomestic discharge.
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4. In addition to the general limitations expressed in Paragraph 3 above, applicable pretreatment standards must be met by ali industrial
users of the POTW. These limitations include specific standards for certain industrial categories as determined by Section 307(b) and
(c) of the Clean Water Act, State limits, or local limits, whichever are more stringent.

5. The USEPA and IEPA individually retain the right to take legal action against any industrial user and/or the POTW for those cases
where an industrial user has failed to meet an applicable pretreatment standard by the deadline date regardless of whether or not such

failure has resulted in a permit violation.

6. The Permittee shall establish agreements with all contributing jurisdictions, as necessary, to enable it to fulfill its requirements with
respect to all IUs discharging to its system.

7. Unless already completed, the Permittee shall within six (6) months of the effective date of this Permit submit to USEPA and IEPA a
proposal to modify and update its approved Pretreatment Program to incorporate Federal revisions to the general pretreatment
regulations. The proposal shall include all changes to the approved program and the sewer use ordinance which are necessary to
incorporate the requilations commonly referred to as PIRT and DSS, which were effective November 186, 1988 and August 23, 1990,
respectively. This includes the development of an Enforcement Response Plan (ERP) and a technical re-evaluation of the Permittee's

local limits.

8. The Permittee's Pretreatment Program has been modified to incorporate a Pretreatment Program Amendment approved on February 6,
1995, July 24, 1997, and September 27, 2005. The amendment became effective on the date of approval and is a fully enforceable

provision of your Pretreatment Program.

Madifications of your Pretreatment Program shall be submitted in accordance with 40 CFR §403.18, which established conditions for
substantial and nonsubstantial modifications.

B. Reporting and Records Requirements

1. The Permittee shall provide an annual report briefly describing the permittee’s pretreatment program activities over the pravious
calendar year. Permittees who operate multiple plants may provide a single report providing ail blant-specific reporting requirements
are met. Such report shall be submitted no later than June 30 of each year, and shall be in the format set forth in IEPA's POTW
Pretreatment Report Package which contains information regarding:

a. An updated listing of the Permittee’s industrial users.

b. A descriptive summary of the compliance activities including numbers of any major enforcement actions, (i.e., administrative
orders, penalties, civil actions, etc.), and the outcome of those actions. This includes an assessment of the compliance status
of the Permittee's industrial users and the effectiveness of the Permittee’s Pretreatment Program in meeting its needs and
objectives.

c. A description of all substantive changes made to the Permittee’s Pretreatment Program. Changes which are "substantial
madifications” as described in 40 CER § 403.18(c) must receive prior approval from the Approval Authority.

d. Results of sampling and analysis of POTW influent, effluent, and siudge.

e, A summary of the findings from the priority poliutants sampling. As sufficient data becomes available the IEPA may modify this

Permit to incorporate additional requirements relating to the evaluation, establishment, and enforcement of local limits for

the course of unresolved litigation or when requested by the IEPA or the Regional Administrator of USEPA. Records shall be available
to USEPA and the IEPA upon request.

3. The Permittee shall establish public participation requirements of 40 CFR 25 in implementation of its Pretreatment Program. The
Permittee shall at least annually, publish the names of all IU's which were in significant noncompliance (SNC), as defined by40CFR§
403.8(H(2)(viii), in a newspaper of general circulation that provides meaningful public notice within the jurisidiction of the District or
based on any more restrictive definition of SNC that the POTW may be using.

Daily Discharge means the discharge of a poliutant measured
during a calendar day or any 24-hour period that reasonably
represents the calendar day for purposes of sampling. For
pollutants with limitations expressed in units of mass, the “daily
discharge” is calculated as the total mass of the pollutant
discharged over the day. For pollutants with limitations expressed
in other units of measurements, the “daily discharge” is calculated
as the average measurement of the pollutant over the day.

Maximum Daily Discharge Limitation (daily maximum) means the
highest allowable daily discharga.

Average Monthly Discharge Limitation (30 day average) means
the highest allowable average of daily discharges over a calendar
month, calculated as the sum of all daily discharges measured
during a calendar month divided by the number of dally discharges
measured during that month.

Average Weekly Discharge Limitation (7 day average) means the
highest allowable average of daily discharges over a calendar
week, calculated as the sum of all daily discharges measured
during a calendar week divided by the number of daily discharges
measured during that week.

Best Management Practices (BMPs) means schedules of
activities, prohibitions of practices, maintenance procedures, and
other management practices to prevent or reduce the pollution of
waters of the State. BMPs also include treatment requirements;
operating procedures, and practices to control plant site runoff,
spillage or leaks, sludge or wasts disposal, or drainage from raw
material storage.

Aliquot means a sample of specified volume used to make up a
total composite sample.

Grab Sample means an individual sample of at least 100 milliliters
collected at a randomly-selected time over a period not exceeding
15 minutes.

24-Hour Composite Sample means a combination of at least 8
sample aliquots of at least 100 milliliters, collected at periodic
intervals during the operating hours of a facility over a 24-hour
period.

8-Hour Composite Sample means a combination of at least 3
sample aliquots of at least 100 milliliters, collected at periodic
intervals during the operating hours of a facility over an 8-hour
period.

Flow Proportional Composite Sample means a combination of
sample aliquots of at least 100 miliiliters collected at periodic
intervals such that either the time interval between each aliquot or
the volume of each aliquot is proportional to either the stream flow
at the time of sampling or the total stream flow sinca the collaction
of the previous aliquot.

(1) Duty to comply. The permittee must comply with all
conditions of this permit. Any permit noncompliance
constitutes a violation of the Act and is grounds for
enforcement action, pemmit termination, revocation and
reissuance, modification, or for denial of a permit renewal
application. The permittee shall comply with effluent standards
or prohibitions established under Section 307(a) of the Clean
Water Act for toxic poliutants within the time provided in the
regulations that establish these standards or prohibitions, even
if the permit has not yet been modified to incorporate the
requirements.

Proper operation
and maintenance includes effective performance, adequate
funding, adequate operator staffing and training, and adequate
laboratory and process controls, including appropriate quality
assurance procedures. This provision requires the operation of
back-up, or auxiliary facilities, or similar systems only when
necessary to achieve compliance with the conditions of the
permit.

No
determination made during administrative review of
claims that noncompliance was caused by upset, and
befora an action for noncompliance, is final administrative
action subject to judicial review.

{c) Conditions necessary for a demonstration of upset. A

permittee who wishes to establish the affirmative defense

of upset shall demonstrate, through properly signed,

contemporaneous operating logs, or other relevant

evidence that:

(1) An upset occurred and that the permittee can identify
the cause(s) of the upset;

(2) The permitted facility was at the time being property
operated; and

(3) The permittee submitted notice of the upset as
required in paragraph (12Xf)(2) (24-hour notice).

(4) The permittee complied with any remedial measures
required under paragraph (4).

In any enforcement proceeding the

permittee seeking to establish the occurrence of an upset

has the burden of proof.

Permits may be transferred by

Except as provided in
paragraph (b), a permit may be transferred by the
permittee to a new owner or operator only if the permit
has been modified or revoked and reissued pursuant to
40 CFR 122.62 (b) (2), or a minor modification made
pursuant to 40 CFR 122.63 (d), to identify the new
permitiee and incorporate such other requirements as
may be necessary under the Clean Water Act.

(b) Automatic transfers. As an alternative to transfers under

paragraph (a), any NPDES permit may be automatically
transferred to a new permittee if:

(1) The current permittee notifies the Agency at least 30
days in advance of the proposed transfer date;

{(2) The notice includes a written agreement between the
existing and new permittees contalning a specified
date for transfer of permit responsibility, coverage and
liability between the existing and new permittees; and

(3) The Agency does not notify the existing permittee and
the proposed new permittee of its intent to modify or
revoke and reissue the permit. if this notlce is not
received, the transfer Is effective on the date specified
in the agreement.

All manufacturing, commercial, mining, and silvicultural
dischargers must notify the Agency as soon as they know or
have reason {o believe:

(a) That any activity has occurred or will occur which wouid
rosult in the discharge of any toxic pollutant identified
under Section 307 of the Clean Water Act which is not
limited in the permit, if that discharge will exceed the
highest of the following notification ievels:

(1) One hundred micrograms per liter (100 ug/l);

(2) Two hundred micrograms per liter (200 ug/i) for
acrolein and acrylonitrile; five hundred micrograms
per liter (500 ug/l) for 2,4-dinitrophenol and for 2-
methyl4,6 dinitrophenol; and one milligram per liter
{1 mg) for antimony.

(3) Five (5) times the maximum concentration value
reported for that pollutant in the NPDES permit
application; or

(4) The level established by the Agency in this permit.

{b) That they have begun or expect to begin to use or
manufacture as an intermediate or final product or
byproduct any toxic poliutant which was not reported in
the NPDES permit application.

All Publicly Owned Treatment Works (POTWSs) must provide

adequate notice to the Agency of the following:

(a) Any new introduction of poliutants into that POTW from
an indirect discharge which would be subject to Sections
301 or 306 of the Clean Water Act if it were directly
discharging those poilutants; and

{b) Any substantial change in the volume or character of
pollutants being introduced into that POTW by a source
introducing pollutants into the POTW at the time of
issuance of the permit.

(c) For purposes of this paragraph, adequate notice shall
include information on (i) the quality and quantity of
effiuent introduced Into the POTW, and (i) any
anticipated impact of the change on the quantity or quality
of effluent to be discharged from the POTW,

If the permit is issued to a publicly owned or publicly regulated

treatment works, the permittee shall require any industrial

user of such treatment works to comply with federal
requirements conceming:

{a) User charges pursuant to Section 204 (b) of the Clean
Water Act, and applicable regulations appearing in 40
CFR 35;

{b) Toxic pollutant effluent standards and pretreatment
standards pursuant to Section 307 of the Clean Water
Act; and

{c) Inspection, monitoring and entry pursuant to Section 308
of the Clean Water Act.

if an applicable standard or fimitation is promulgated under
Section 301(b}(2)(C) and (D), 304(b)¥2). or 307(a)2) and that
effluent standard or limitation is more stringent than any
affluent limitation in the permit, or controls a pollutant not
limited in the permit, the permit shall be promptly modified or
revoked, and reissued to conform to that effluent standard or
limitation.

Any authonzation to construct issued to the permittee
pursuant to 35 lli. Adm. Code 309.154 is hereby incorporated
by reference as a condition of this permit. b Y
The permittee shall not make any false statement,
representation or certification in any application, record,
report, plan or other document submitted to the Agency or the
USEPA, or required to be maintained under this permit.

The Clean Water Act provides that any person who violates a
permit condition implementing Sections 301, 302, 308, 307,
308, 318, or 405 of the Clean Water Act Is subject to a civil
penalty not to exceed $25,000 per day of such violation. Any
person who willfully or negligently violates pemit conditions
implementing Sections 301, 302, 306, 307, 308, 318 or 405 of
the Clean Water Act is subject to a fine of not less than
$2,500 nor more than $25,000 per day of violation, or by
imprisonment for not more than one year, or both.

Additional penalties for violating these sections of the Clean
Water Act are identified in 40 CFR 122.41 (a){2) and (3).

The Clean Water Act provides that any person who falsifies,
tampers with, or knowingly renders inaccurate any monitoring
device or method required to be maintained under this permit
shall, upon conviction, be punished by a fine of not more than
$10,000, or by imprisonment for not more than 2 years, or
both. if a conviction of a person is for a violation committed
after a first conviction of such person under this paragraph,
punishment is a fine of not more than $20,000 per day of
violation, or by imprisonment of not more than 4 years, or
both.

The Clean Water Act provides that any person who knowingly
makes any false statement, representation, or certification in
any record or other document submitted or required to be
maintained under this permit, inciuding monitoring reports or
reports of compliance or non-compliance shall, upon
conviction, be punished by a fine of not more than $10,000
per violation, or by imprisonment for not more than 6 months
per violation, or by both.

Collected screening, slumies, siudges, and other solids shall
be disposed of in such a manner as to prevent entry of those
wastes (or runoff from the wastes) into waters of the State.
The proper authorization for such disposal shall be obtained
from the Agency and is incorporated as part hereof by
reference.

in case of confiict between these standard conditions and any
other condition(s) included in this permit, the other
condition(s) shall govern.

The permittee shall comply with, in additon to the
requirements of the permit, all applicable provisions of 35 I,
Adm. Code, Subtitle C, Subtile D, Subtitle E, and al
applicable orders of the Board or any court with jurisdiction.

The provisions of this permit are severable, and if any
provision of this permit, or the application of any provision of
this permit is held invalid, the remaining provisions of this
permit shall continue in full force and effect.
